All are welcome to volunteer, including children over 16 
years and students fulfilling community service hours.   
Volunteers must be age 16 or older. Volunteers can 
assist with a variety of farm tasks such as box packing, 
planting, harvesting, and weeding.   

Times: From May to October our major volunteer days 
are:  

Thursdays 9am-6pm:  CSA box packing, harvest, weeding, 
planting, and local market   

Fridays 8am-5pm:  NO CSA boxes on Fridays, commercial 
harvest, weeding, planting, and other odd jobs
